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ABSTRACT SUBMISSION PROCEDURES 
1. Authors may submit abstracts for either oral or poster presentations. 
2. Authors may submit more than one abstract. However, the same abstract should not be submitted to multiple technical tracks.
3. Abstracts should be limited to a maximum of ONE A4 page in PDF or Word format.
4. All abstracts must be submitted online through the symposium abstract submission portal using the provided template. 
5. Authors are required to complete all required fields in the submission system before uploading their abstract. 
6. Submitted abstracts will undergo peer review. Selection will be based on technical quality, relevance to the symposium themes, and overall content value. 
7. Authors of accepted abstracts will be notified following the review process. 

Registration
1. All accepted oral and poster presenters are required to register for the symposium.
2. Presentations will only be included in the final programme upon successful registration.
